Joseph Anthony Berger, the son of George and Maria (Baumann) Berger, was
born October 10th, 1920 in Dazey ND. He attended Sibley Trail School in the
rural Dazey area. Following his schooling, he went to work with his Dad on the
Family farm, while also working for other local farmers. 
On October 11, 1945, he married Maxine Marjorie Asmus of Binford, ND at St.
Mary's Catholic Church in Dazey. She was the local school teacher at the
time. They made their home with Joe's parents on their farm east of Dazey.
Joe took over the Spring Valley family farm following his parents’ retirement.
Joe and Maxine moved to Valley City, ND in 1994, living initially at 441 7th
Ave. NE. Shortly after Maxine’s death in 2006, Joe moved to the Rudolph
Square apartments. In 2010 he spent several months with his oldest son
Henry on his farm in the Luverne, ND area. In October of 2010, he moved to
the Sheyenne Care Center. 
Joe was one of the Charter members of the Dazey Sod Busters club, where
he took over as the club’s little league baseball coach and men’s league
umpire. He thoroughly enjoyed singing, initially as a member of the St. Mary's
all men’s church choir. Later he joined the Valley City Troubadours singing
with them for several years. Joe was the community butcher for much of the
St. Mary's neighborhood and an avid gardener. He was also a lifetime
member of the Knights of Columbus and Eagles Club. 
Joe died at the Sheyenne Care Center in Valley City on May 14, 2011. He is
survived by his four sons; Henry (Barbara) of Luverne, ND, Jerome (Kathy)
